LAND USE PLAN

The land use strategy for East Fraserlands
as st out in the approved ODP locates
residential neighbourhoods east and
west of the Town Centre with most
residents within a |0 minute walk of
the commercial core, This rezoning
addresses the West Meighbourhood
and the SW part of the Central
MNeighbourhood.  Primarily residertial,
the Phase 2 area provides a variety of
housing types including townhouses —
stand alone or at the base of a building
- and apartments in midrise buildings
and small towers.

Residertial building farms are imtended
to achieve identifiable precincs as
well as making legible the mary public
and semi-public places within these
precincts.  Larger four to six storey
buildings generally define the perimetar
of a block or a precinct; within the
precincts, this scale generally decreases
as buildings move southwards, In the
MNaorthwest precinct, this & intended to
reflecttheslopingsiteand gve numerous
residents good views to the river;in the
Southeast and Southwest precincts, it is
intended to create a more comfortable
scale at the edge of the Foreshore Park.
Small tawer forms are generally located
to punctuate edges of primary public
space, such as the south edge of the
playing field or the west edge of Kinross
Park.

Residential uses are complemented
by a variety of parks and public places.
Cansistentt with the ODP's vision for
a complete community, several civic
amenities are also provided in this phase
including an elemerttary schaal with
125 spaces of out-of-school care and
two child care centres. Finally a small
commercial building at the foot of Kerr
Street provides the opportunity for
uses to enliven this key public space.
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
