There is a high likelihood that residents of such facilities
have low incomes, and there will have been an impact on the count of households considered to have a low income.

A number of changes were made to the census family concept for 2001 which account for some of the increase in the

(already noted) also affects the number of occupied dwellings.

In 2006 there was a change made to the definition of duplex. While it is still defined as a dwelling in a building with
two dwellings, one above the other, in 2001 these were only detached properties, while in 2006 they can be
joined to other similar properties. In 2006 Statistics Canada also seem to have identified more duplexes than before.
