Highlights

e The Metro Core is the single largest concentration of employment in
the region: 22% of all of regional jobs are in the Metro Core.

e The Metro Core has a higher than average share of regional jobs in
nearly half of the economic sectors.

e The sectors with the highest share include: mining (offices); hotels;
professional services; holding companies; and finance/insurance.

e Other sectors with a higher than average share: public
administration; information; admin. support; real estate; and food.

e Even in some of the “lower share” sectors, there are some sub-
sectors with a high share - in arts; education; health; manufacturing.

e The Metro Core also has an above average share of larger businesses.

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HOW DOES THE METRO CORE COMPARE IN SIZE WITH OTHER EMPLOYMENT AREAS IN THE
REGION?

There are nearly 200,000 jobs in the Metro Core. This is 22% of all jobs in the region. The Metro Core is the single
largest concentration of employment in the GVRD with 14% of all regional jobs concentrated within the downtown
peninsula alone. The largest regional centre, Richmond Centre, has 27,000 jobs (Figure 1 & Table A-1 in
appendix).

WHAT OCCUPATIONS HAVE A LARGE
SHARE OF REGIONAL JOBS IN THE METRO
CORE?

Occupations are not the same as economic sectors.
Some occupations, such as management and
administration, are found in multiple sectors. The
Metro Core contains a particularly high share of
regional jobs in the following occupations (see Figure
3 & Table A-3 in appendix):

e Occupations in art, culture, recreation & sport
(31%), including: performing & visual artists,
designers, writers & journalists.

e Business, finance & administrative occupations
(29%), including: accountants, loan officers, &
secretaries.

e Natural & applied sciences (27%), including:
geologists, engineers & architects, computer
systems analysts, & biotechnologists.

In addition, the Metro Core contains a particularly
low share of city & regional jobs in:

e Occupations unique to primary industry (4%),
including: harvesting labourers, logging &
forestry workers.

e Trades, transport & equipment operators (11%),
including: electricians, plumbers, & machinists.

e Occupations unigue to manufacturing & utilities
(12%), including: machine operators, assemblers,
& labourers.

HOW DO BUSINESS SIZES IN THE METRO
CORE COMPARE TO THE REST OF THE

REGION?

Nearly 20% of the businesses in the Greater
Vancouver region are located in the Metro Core. In
particular, the Metro Core contains an above average
share of larger businesses (see Figure 4 & Table A-4
in appendix):

e There are 54 Metro Core businesses with over 500
employees, this is 28% of all regional businesses
with this many employees.

e Similarly, 28% of regional businesses with
between 100 & 499 employees are located in the
Metro Core (452 businesses).

1) In this paper, NAICS refers to the 1997 North American Industrial Classification System, which was the system
used by Statistics Canada in 2001 to categorize jobs and businesses by industry sector.

2) Re: Figure 4 - Businesses in the “indeterminate” category have no employees registered on the payroll. They
may have contract workers, or no workers at all. “Indeterminate” does not equate with “self-employed”. Self-
employed businesses may be in either category. Statistics Canada lists many businesses as indeterminate in
size, 48% in the Metro Core.
