3.0   PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT

The building includes a proposed 3,500 sf community facility 

which will house the queer resource centre ‘Qmunity’ as the lead 

operator who will share the space with Gordon Neighbourhood 

House which is next door to our building site.

The program includes three multi-purpose rooms (with an 

expanded third floor with two roof decks), storage and washrooms 

as well as a children’s play area and community garden.
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About Gordon Neighbourhood House
Gordon Neighbourhood House is a community service organization.

Our mission is to make the West End a better neighbourhood in which to live and grow.

Our goal is to strengthen our community through voluntary activity. When we as 
neighbours identify issues which voluntary action alone cannot address, Gordon 
Neighbourhood House secures the necessary additional resources.

Our challenge is to remain sensitive to the ever changing needs of the diverse groups 
of people who live in our neighbourhood, and to respond with innovative and effective 
programs and services.
