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OPPORTUNITIES

Two primary streams are proposed for artwork. Expenses are estimated in the
summary and selection processes are proposed for each opportunity.
Temporary opportunities should be reviewed after 3-5 years and continue as

merited and budget allows.

Stream A: 2-D Narrative, Language, Text and Pattern Works

This stream of work will focus on text, narrative, graphic styles and signage.
Text and two-dimensional graphic works in defined "platforms" for artists
provide an affordable opportunity for a series of ongoing temporary artworks.
Platforms include commercial billboards and signage in the medians as well
as murals that can be done in partnerships with BIAs and private businesses.
This approach is practical and consistent with urban experience. It allows for a
series of changing artworks that will keep the experience of art on the corridor
new and vital. The effect will be cumulative as projects come and go along
the length of the street, developing over time as well as space and

incorporating the visual and conceptual affect of different graphic imagery.

The focus is on both the look of language and the narratives, including graphic
styles and patterns relevant to urban life. This is an opportunity to play with
different languages as well. Drawing, photo works and patterns can be
included here also as public art. A few opportunities are described below and

others can be developed along the route opportunistically.

Platforms can be invited calls or open competitions and a mix would maintain
both high standards and accessibility. These formats provide excellent
opportunities to work with international artists as the content is digital and can
be produced locally according to predetermined budgets. Artist/writer
collaborations are another approach for elaborating this stream of work. Artist
calls can be incorporated into the city's existing calls for platform proposals or
combined together for a comprehensive set of Clark-Knight opportunities.
Selection processes should recommend artists for multiple years to maintain
momentum. A curator could also be invited to coordinate a coherent group of

projects for a particular period.

Billboards - Single and triplex billboards are numerous along the north end of
the corridor. Triple-screen billboards (a theatre device called perioktoi)
especially lend themselves to a narrative series of pieces by one artist. One
specific billboard should be used for public art to create an association with

the site. The number of projects will be limited by rental cost: reasonable fees



should be pursued. Two triplex projects per year, eight weeks each, are
recommended in order to have a presence on the site. Alternatively, a festival
approach or biennial could effectively concentrate projects over two yearly

budgets.

Medians — There is a lengthy continuous system of planted dividers between
16th and 21% Avenues. This narrow more or less continuous median provides

an excellent platform to pursue a narrative work
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using a signage format and predominantly text and/or images. A two-sided
format would be designed in the course of the first project, working with an
artist/designer and the City sign shop. Visibility at crossroads must be
considered in design and placement. The opportunity could be open to local
and international artists and writers or collaborations, with new commissions
every six to nine months to keep it interesting. Other languages could also add

texture.

Banners - Contemporary printing processes make it practical to print a series
of unique consecutive drawings or photo images as narrative works. A limited
sequence of banners could be repeated along a span of the corridor. The
poles on Knight Street are not graded to accommodate extra wind pressure,
so banners need to be engineered with lighter fabric or openings to ameliorate

wind resistance. The banners should be changed every year.

The recommended area for these narrative banners is between 47" and 51%
(or 54”‘) Avenues. There are 26 (32) poles in this area that has more light
poles than normal because Fleming School and a health centre are in the area
as well as a small commercial mall. Knight and 49" is the highest accident
intersection in the City. Ideally the banners will call attention to this active
pedestrian area. Another possible area for banners is between 25" and 30"

Avenues along Kingcrest Park and the residential area.

To introduce the public to the Art Plan, the first set of banners could be
selected through an open call to artists, designers, students and the general
public for a series of unique narrative drawings. This would build popular

interest in the art program similarly to the Art Underfoot competition in 2004.

A series of invited or curated projects with international artists is
recommended for the following two years to invigorate the program and set

high standards.

Murals - In the broad sense, murals should include text and language based
works, abstract designs, figurative or graffiti-style projects that could be
abstract or engage with the history of culture and labour pertinent to
development in the area. Building walls along the industrial area on Clark
Drive could be negotiated with private owners through the BIA. Unique mural
or graphic works could be printed on vinyl that will adhere to the building
surface as well as painted. A unique opportunity could be the tall chimney on
Clark Drive near 2nd Avenue. The proliferation of chain-link fences along the
route also provides an opportunity for imagery using snap-on colour plastic

dots. These approaches could expand the idea of murals.

The City's mural program is temporarily run through the Public Art Program.
The Strathcona BIA has previously facilitated murals and is interested in
partnering, with the Public Art Program managing selection processes and
providing funding. Murals can be done opportunistically and perhaps in
collaboration with other partners such as graffiti management. Mural

opportunities should be open to different mediums and proposals by national
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or international as well as local artists. Artists from away would need to work

with local producers.

Note re viaducts: Interest was expressed in the viaduct that crosses over Clark
Drive at 6" Avenue. Its grey horizontal span marks the boundary between
residential and industrial areas. However Translink will not consider surface
work or interventions into or on their structures. Projections were discussed in
the space under the viaduct over Powell Street; however, the consulting group
vetoed this out of consideration for the people who sleep under the bridge at

night.

JAO, Flying, 2007, FORECAST Public Artworks, Minneapolis
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Five Frames on the side of Queen Alexandra School - Located along Clark
at Broadway, the five frames on the wall above the sidewalk are suited for
graphic narrative work by comic/manga artists, for instance, or for a series of
photo works. The principal of the school expressed support for the use of this
space. The Public Art Program could manage selection processes and
production. A partnership for a potential artist-in-residence at the school may
be possible. The artwork should change every two years and the call would be

best suited to local artists.

Moving platforms - To make truckers more a part of the Clark-Knight
"community," and to recognize the diversity of ethnic groups in the lower
mainland, an opportunity could be circulated through the Vancouver Truckers
Association for trucking firms using the street on a daily basis to work with
artists to decorate their trucks. This is inspired by decorated trucks in India
and Pakistan as well as Mexico and other countries. Truck wraps & painted
detailing are options as well. Funds could be made available and truckers
invited to propose artists. Selection would be based on the artist's credentials.
A registry of artists interested in working on vehicles could be created as a

resource for trucking firms.

STREAM B: LONG-TERM / PERMANENT SCULPTURAL WORKS

Three opportunities are suggested for long-term or permanent works at this
time. Other opportunities can be pursued as they may arise in parks or odd
lots along the route. The corridor should be promoted as a platform for art in

invitations to artists to suggest ideas.

Borders - The Whole Route Analysis (2003, p.10) suggests "making better
use of park edges to give the street a greater sense of enclosure and enhance
the park experience." One project is pursued at this time, but others may be

considered, such as the long chain link fence that currently borders Kingcrest

Park at Knight and King Edward. This could be replaced with a border

treatment by an artist in the form of a fence, topiary or land forms.

Artist's fence in process for
Knight at 33™

Knight at 337 (Kensington Park) — A new public artwork has been developed
for the top of the retaining wall at the edge of Kensington Park. While it
predates the completion of the Art Plan, it was developed as the result of
discussions during the planning process and adapted to the timing of
construction of the retaining wall. Haida artist Michael Nicoll Yahgulanaas,
was chosen to provide the design based on the thematic interest of the plan in
graphic styles and diverse cultural representations. The artist's work mixes
Haida iconography with Japanese manga-style graphic drawings. The fence
promises to be an exceptional public art piece and its installation will mark the

City's commitment to art for the Clark-Knight Corridor.



The pedestrian and bike crossing at 1 0" Avenue - Beside a school,
residences, a park and a daycare, this crossing is exceptionally busy. Vehicles
are often stopped and idling on this crossing area due to its proximity to
Broadway, a major cross street. A feature artwork that brings attention to the
bicycle and pedestrian crossing could contribute to safety as well as
encourage the awareness that the street is not just car oriented, hopefully
creating some space in this densely packed multi-use area. The project would
need to be carefully considered so as not to interfere with traffic lights. Safety

for pedestrians and cyclists is high priority.

Power at this site may allow for light work or interactive mixed-media piece,
but this requires further review in terms of costs. Artists should be invited in a
two-stage process to propose a treatment for this crossing area that can be

carefully reviewed by electrical and transportation branches of the city.

Other bikeways along the corridor are marked with existing artworks:

Monument for East Vancouver at Great Northern Way (Central Valley

Greenway) and Aluminum Petroglyphs at 37" (Ridgeway Greenway). The
following proposal would mark the 59" Avenues crossing of the North Arm

Trail Greenway.

Light Work - During consultations, a suggestion was made for something high
above the busy traffic, such as light work. An art project involving light would
be very effective in creating an entrance/exit experience on the south slope of
Knight Street. The vista from the Knight Street Bridge would announce and
celebrate the entrance into the city and introduce the corridor as a place for art.

This is a major opportunity and should be open to international artists.

The slope extends between 64" to 57" Avenues, with priority blocks for the
artwork between 63™ and 59". Fifty-ninth Avenue is the North Arm Trail bike
route crossing and the light work would mark this. The work could use from
15-25 poles and should cover enough area to have a strong visual impact.
Residential low-rise buildings line this area and the direction and amount of
light will need to be carefully considered. Local resident consultation should
take place once the artwork is identified as a priority. Occupants of this area
are currently mainly south Asian and project consultation should include the

cultural significance of lights, lighting designs, and patterns.

A light project would need to be coordinated with the City's lighting team and
may be dependent on upgrading the light poles along this section of the street
if structure is to be added. The current poles are older and will be replaced as
needed over a number of years. Initial conversations with Electrical
Operations have determined the willingness to replace these poles with a
higher grade that would support artwork. Alternatively, the artwork could
include a redesign and replacement of the poles themselves for this particular

area.



The Public Art Program should keep in touch with Electrical Operations in
order to jointly decide when it would be practical to pursue this work, ideally
with the assistance of the infrastructure budget. Lighting could also be

considered across the span of the street.

PROMOTION AND DOCUMENTATION

The art budget should include money for professional documentation and a
dedicated web page within the city network in order to profile and catalogue
art on the corridor as a particular aspect of the city's collection. The site could
ideally include commissioned writing about the corridor and links to
downloadable tours of the artwork. Print opportunities should also be
considered such as one excellent suggestion that came from the Vision
Session for an on-transit bus tour brochure in keeping with the mobile
experience of the Corridor. Artist talks and receptions for artists with local

community groups should be pursued when artworks are launched.

CONCLUSION
The Clark-Knight Corridor Public Art Plan relies on a number of changing

platforms to animate the experience of transiting the street, punctuated by key
permanent works, both existing and recommended. A Summary of
Opportunities and yearly cost estimates as well as a map of proposed and
existing projects can be found in the Appendices. Priority recommendations
are marked and the schedule takes into consideration the Program budget

and staff commitment.

Communications with the group who attended the Vision Session and other
interested parties should be maintained in order to shepherd the art projects
over time and facilitate work with local area organizations for education and

celebration opportunities.

Eight-kilometre route from Burrard Inlet to Fraser River

Key regional connection between Vancouver and Richmond and places south

Clark-Knight Corridor Whole Route Analysis, 2003

Planning for the next 20 years

History:

1929 Streets Plan established the current 6-lane right of way.

Knight Street Bridge built in 1974 for direct contact between Port and regional
traffic. As it was never a streetcar route, it developed as a car route and
largely residential. Commercial development limited. Port traffic expected to
double in ten years due to expansion of dockside facilities.

57% of residents along Knight St were born outside Canada; average family
income is less than average for the City. Knight and Kingsway is the most
recently developed residential and commercial area. North of 16" is mainly 2-
family and multi family housing located near employment centres, with a
significantly greater proportion of people walking and cycling to work than the
city as a whole. Transit use along the corridor is less than the norm (1996).
Major areas of concern for pedestrian safety: Clark and Broadway (school)
and Knight and 41°',

Population growth along the corridor in the next 20 years is expected to be
modest, but employment growth in the northern industrial part of the corridor is
expected to rise substantially by 74%, representing more traffic along the

corridor. Other changes that effect this traffic are the growth of the downtown
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core, development of False Creek Flats and along Marine Way. Future
development of the transit system may help ease some of the traffic. Noise
and air pollution levels are significantly more than considered healthy for

residences and schools.

A Proposal to develop a curated program of temporary and permanent public
artworks along the Central Valley Greenway from Vancouver to the North arm of the
Fraser River, through Burnaby, Coquitlam and New Westminster. Funding from

Sophie Johnston, Articulated Residence, Art Plan 2005
Defined Opportunities:

1) Lane Widening between Powell Street & 6" Avenue

2) Clark Bridge Crossing

2. Establishing a City of Vancouver Arts and Culture Advisory Council

The following motion contains revisions to the original Motion on Notice which were
accepted by the Council.

MOVED by Councillor Deal
SECONDED by Councillor Cadman

WHEREAS

1. The City of Vancouver is committed to bringing the community into City
Hall by engaging citizens, and soliciting their ideas, input and creative
energy;

2. There are currently 15 on-going and ad hoc arts and culture committees in

the City of Vancouver;
3. Coordination between those committees is not common or consistent,

4, The City plays a large role in providing space and funding for arts and
culture organizations large and small;

5. The City can play a role in providing advisory and information resources for
artists and artistic/cultural organizations;

6. The City can play a role in encouraging partnerships between arts and
culture organizations and other organizations;

7. There are varying amounts of community input for all of these functions;

8. City staff research and consultation to date supports establishing a single
civic advisory committee for arts and culture in the city.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT Council direct staff, after appropriate
consultation with affected arts organizations and other stakeholders, to bring
forward recommendations for the establishment of a single advisory council on arts
and culture which will advise on all civic programs that relate to arts and culture
and that those recommendations include:

e the type of advisory council which will provide maximum effectiveness,
efficiency and transparency
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e the structure of an advisory council that will provide input on current civic
programs such as ensuring that the City’s cultural grants programs follow best
practices for peer review and approval, including:

. options for providing individual artists grants, including consideration
of benefits, costs and legal issues; and

. recommendations on potential establishment of an independent arts
and culture council.

e terms of reference for the composition, selection, mandate and operation
of the recommended advisory council;
