Drive) and west side (Porter Street) with bays
created by enclosed balconies and separated by
open balconies. The 5th floor is recessed, with
generous terraces for the units at this level. The
5th floor terraces and the flat roof have large
overhangs that unite the bays into well defined
massing. All units at grade along Victoria
Diversion, Victoria Drive and Porter Street have
individual access from the sidewalk, with a
larger degree of privacy for building B.

East Elevation (Breezeway)
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4.4 Live-Work

As per planning’s request, the units facing
Victoria Diversion on 1st floor of Building A
are artist live- work. There are 8 studio and
one bedroom units. The setback from the front
property line is reduced to encourage pedestrian
interest, but at the same time allowing for
private use of the front yards. The units are
accessed from the sidewalk.
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West Elevation (Breezeway)
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4.5 Building Materials

Building materials have been carefully chosen to
convey a higher than standard level of quality
and to fit into the general character of the
neighbourhood. For building A along Victoria
Diversion the live-work units have a distinct
character, using ribbed concrete block cladding,
extending for two storey in front of the residential
units and terraces above, resonant with existing
business / industrial buildings in the area.
Large areas of glazing at 1st floor maximize
transparency and increase the interaction with
the sidewalk.

For building B, brick cladding is used for two
lower levels to accentuate the bays. The overall
massing of the buildings is softened by the
materials predominantly used for residential
developments (brick cladding at lower floors and
a combination of cementitious lap siding and
vertical panels on upper floors). The guardrails
are expanded metal mesh painted black for the
balconies and tempered glass panels for the
top floor terraces. Similar in character, the two
buildings have different bays proportion and
colour scheme, with a common “background”
colour. Pedestrian protection is provided along
the live-work units at building A, in form of
fabric awnings between the bays. Steel and glass
canopies are provided as accent elements at the
residential lobbies and at the corner of Victoria
Diversion and Porter Street.
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4.6 Parking

Underground parking is accessible from Porter
Street. All required parking and bicycle storage
roomsareaccommodated ontoonelevel. Elevators
provide access to the units above. Service rooms

(electrical, mechanical) and garbage / recycling
room are also provided at this level. Examples of Playful Interactive Art Pieces
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4.7 Loading

Two class ‘B * loading bays for residential use are
provided off lane, close to the breezeway. There
is a pathway access from loading to the elevator
lobbies between the buildings.

4.8  Garbage/Recycling

The garbage / recycling room is located in the
underground parking at the bottom of the ramp
with direct access from the elevator lobbies. Bins
will either be carried to the top of the parkade
ramp for pick-up or access will be arranged for
a low profile truck to pick up directly from the
garbage room.

4.9 Residential Entry

The residential entry to each building is located
off Victoria Diversion and Victoria Drive adjacent
to the breezeway, and marked by a generous
covered area. This provides an opportunity to
identify the buildings and create a semi-private
open area at the beginning of the breezeway.

410 Private Outdoor Space

Private outdoor space is provided for all units
either as terraces, balconies and / or enclosed
balconies. Due to the sloping grades, the units
at building B,1st floor facing the lane have the
floor elevation lower then the grade at lane.
However, this provides an excellent opportunity
for creating a private space with stepped planters
from the lane.

The overall outdoor space is complemented by
the common landscaped area at the south of
building A, with pathways, planting and resting
areas.

411 Unit Plans

The 200 total units provide for a variety of type
(studio, 1 bedroom, 2 bedroom, 3 bedroom)
and size (from 480 sf to 1027 sf). The layouts are

compact and efficient to respond to the rental
demand in the area. They provide a high level
of livability as well as substantial exterior
exposure for principal rooms with regard to
horizontal angle of daylight.

5.0 Conceptual Approach
for Public Art

The following list of ideas and issues provides a
genesis for the approach of the Art Work.

e Concept should speak to both those who
work and/or reside in and around the
site as well as those who are visitors.

e Encourage and compliment the
pedestrian environment.

e Artwork should be visual, tactile, playful
and should generate interest and activity.
Siting artwork near entryways can help
draw users into the space.

There is opportunity for social
commentary in the art work, reflecting
the neighbourhood’s history, present
issues and changing nature.

Artwork should be an appropriate scale
and size with relation to its location.
Medium and small scale works are best
suited to more subtle spaces such as
the streetscape where the Art Work is
planned.

The textural qualities of the materials
used and how they look at different times
of the day and night, in different weather
conditions and on the water surface
should be considered.

Arwork should be located in area(s)
offering the publicafree and unobstructed
experience of the work(s), providing the
greatest opportunities for interaction.
Artwork should be easily accessible to
the public and truly appear as public.

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6.4 The Art Consultant

The Art Consultant is responsible for all aspects
of managing the public art project from the intial
stage of the project through to the transfer of
responsibility of the art piece to the owner and
submission of final documentation to the City
of Vancouver. Responsibilities of the consultant
include development of this plan, facilitation
of the artist selection process, coordination of
Public Artist with design team, and facilitation
of art piece installation. The consulting team
will work with the developer and City to
secure all necessary approvals for the proposed
artwork. In addition, the team will develop an
artwork commission contract model for use by
the developer, and will manage the contract
during the fabrication phase of the artworks.

6.5 Public Art Process

Ten (10) Artists in British Columbia will be
selected upon invitation to submit credentials:
an Expression of Interest. The selected artists are
chosen based on their resumes and experience
working within the public art process in
Vancouver.

6.6 Expression of Interest
In the Expression of Interest the Artist will
submitin 8 1/2 x 11 format:

e Qualifications in the form of a
Curriculum Vitae or Resume (max.
2 pages)

e Examples of completed works in
photographic format prints of slides
or as jpeg / digital image files in a
CD format (max. 10 images)

6.7 Statement of Approach

Once the Jury has selected the three short listed
Artists, the candidates will be asked to submit a
Statement of Approach that consists of:

* A conceptual statement describing
the piece

e A detail drawing or maquette of the
piece showing sufficient detail for
the Jury to judge the piece

¢ List of consultants required to
complete the fabrication and
installation of the piece. (Itis
possible to use project consultants
however all fees associated with
the work are to be noted in the
Statement of Approach)

* Detailed project budget including
all costs associated with the piece.

The funds available for the piece(s)
are $174,931.00 (not including HST).
The budget for the artwork is to
include (but not limited to) the cost
of fabrication, delivery, installation,
artist design fee, consultant fees,
insurance during fabrication and
installation, any required structural
upgrades.

6.8 Selection Process & Criteria
The Statement of Approach will be reviewed
and decisions made based on:

e Appropriateness of the concept and
design to the site

¢ Imagination and artistic merit

¢ Feasibility in implementation

e Interview and presentation of the
detailed proposal/ maquette

e Artist(s)’s ability to work co-
operatively with project Architect,
Landscape Architect, Developer
and Contractor

* The level of relation between the
piece and the landscape element
(the water feature) as part of an
overall art work.

6.9 Commissioning the Work

Once an artist is commissioned and he or
she agrees to undertake the project it will be
critical that a budget is included in all future
proceedings. The monies available are outlined
above.

6.10 Public Relations Program
AnOpening and Art Piece Unveiling Celebration
will take place upon project completion.

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6.11  Art Documentation

The following documentation as prepared by
the Public Art Consultant will be filed with the
Public Art Program Manager.

e Dbiographical detail of the artist(s)

e artist statement and specifications
of the art work

* six good quality slides and four
black and white prints showing the
art work in context and close up

e other materials as needed to
reveal the art work and/or artist
intentions, eg. film, video clip, book
works

e a copy of the artist’s maintenance
requirements for the art work.

6.12  Final Documentation

The process requires documentation of monies
spent be given to the Public Art Program
Manager at the completion of the project.
Careful documentation of all fees and hard
costs must be kept by the successful artist for
inclusion in the report. Compiling the report
will be carried out by the Art Consultant for
presentation to the City.
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
