INTRODUCTION

The 400 Terminal Avenue development project by Rize Alliance Prop-
erties Limited comprises 20,299.2 square meters of office space in the
False Creek Flats area of Vancouver. From the original state of an eco-
logically rich tidal salt basin, the False Creek Flats area has undergone
a significant amount of transformation throughout the last 125 years.
The first changes came with European contact and the arrival of the
railways, the filling in of the tidal basin and the subsequent industrial
development generated by the rail infrastructure. Throughout the last
century, the Flats have been a significant hub for industry and the trans-
portation of goods and passengers. In the last decade, several high-
tech companies have also established premises in the Flats. Today, the
area is in flux yet again as the City of Vancouver is undertaking several
major planning efforts to study the future land use and transportation
issues in the Flats.

The 400 Terminal Avenue project will be developed in two phases with
the Terminal 1 building, at 6,766.4 square meters, being constructed
in phase one which is to begin immediately. The main tenant for the
phase one Terminal 1 building is Columbia College, an educational in-
stitution which focuses on English language instruction and university
preparation. There is also retail spaces at grade in both buildings. The
phase two construction of the Terminal 2 building, at 13,532.8 square
meters, will commence when a main tenant is secured for the space.
Rize Alliance will retain ownership of the buildings in the near term
with the plan to eventually sell the buildings—possibly to the main
tenants in each building.

The combination of a land-use area currently in flux, the rich and di-
verse history of natural, industrial and transportation uses and the edu-
cational and work-related environments generated by this develop-
ment create a dynamic context within which to develop public art.
