Neighbourhood Parking/ Canada Line Stations

Residential Parking Regulations
The City of Vancouver recognizes that residents do have some priority in parking on their streets. Residential
Streets with no other regulations are subject to the Three Hour Bylaw:

By-law No. 2849 Section 17.6(f) prohibits non-resident parking in front of any property for more than 3 hours
between 8:00am and 6:00 pm.

The purpose of this bylaw is to discourage non-resident vehicles from being parked regularly or for extended
periods of time in front of residential homes.

Two additional measuresthat help provide residents with parking are:
1. Resident Parking Only
2. Resident Permit Parking

Resident ParkingOnly
Where there is signif icant parking pressure on a resident ial block
generated by an outside source, the City considers installing
Resident Parking Only (RPO) signs to reduce thispressure. The signs
generally are self-regulatory to deter non-residents from parking in
the designated zone.

The signsact asthe main deterrent . Enforcement can be requested;
however, the City will determine whether same-day service is
warranted. Determining factors include confirming the registered
ownership of the vehicle, availabilit y of parking spaces on the
block, the length of t ime the vehicle has been parked at the
locat ion, or the number of t imesthe vehicle operator disregardsthe
regulat ion. There is some flexibilit y for visitors or service vehicles
to use the RPO zones, but we encourage you to communicate with
your neighboursasenforcement isusually done on a complaint basis
only.

Enforcement of the RPOZones

Resident Permit Parking
When a neighbourhood is affected by severe parking pressuresfrom
outside sources (e.g. schools, hospitals, SkyTrain stations, local
businesses)a Resident Permit Parking (RPP) system is considered.
Permits may be purchased only by residents of the RPPzone. RPP
systemsare more restrictive than RPObecausevehicles parking in the
permit zones must display a valid area permit. A portion of most
blocks is left unregulated or regulated by time-limited parking signs
for visitors. RPPsystemsare generally put in place to limit commuter
parking in residential neighbourhoods.

Enforcement of the RPPZones
Enforcement can also be requested; however, the arrival of the Parking Enforcement
Officer will be determined by the number of pending enforcement requests that are
prioritized by the City based on the safety of the public (e.g. corner clearances, no
stopping anytime zones, bus zones). In somecircumstances, the City may not be able to
attend.
