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FOOD VENDOR REQUIREMENTS AND PERMIT LOCATION LIST
At the end of the Selection Process, the highest scoring applicant will have the first choice of location; the second highest score will have the second choice, and so on.

As street food vending locations are limited, application to the Street Food Programme is a wholly competitive process.  The City of Vancouver does not recommend purchasing a street food vending unit for the purpose of achieving a higher ranking in the Street Food Application; nor is the City responsible for the economic viability of any allocated permit location or the economic success of any vending business.  Vancouver Coastal Health will not pre-approve or inspect any commissary locations solely for the purposes of a Street Food application.
Applications will be accepted from January 09 to February 03.
Process:

1. After reviewing all of the information on this page, please download the application form from the City vending website and fill in the criteria.
2. Specifics and further explanations are listed in the Street Food Vendor Application Resource Guide (see link on the website)
3. You will be required to provide both a paper copy, and a scanned electronic version of your completed application.  Please bring both the paper and electronic version to the 5th floor – 507 W Broadway to submit. At this time you will also be requested to fill out and sign the vendor application agreement form, and submit the non-refundable application fee of $50.00.
4. The top 25 successful applicants will be notified on Friday, February 17th and will be asked to participate in a taste test event as the final phase of the selection process. The combined score of the application and taste test will result in a final overall score, which will determine the ranking for location distribution.
Outlined below are the points that will be scored to determine which applicants will be selected for street vending permits.

**Once a successful vendor has determined their desired location and it is approved, the vendor is not permitted to move from that location for any reason, unless deemed absolutely necessary by the Engineering Department. An example of “absolutely necessary” could be long term street construction/ closure, overall changes to the streetscape, or changes in the use of sidewalk or street space. 
**The City of Vancouver is not responsible for the economic viability of any permit location, or vendor business. 
**Once a menu has been approved, it may not be changed for any reason unless prior approval has been granted by the Engineering Department and Vancouver Coastal Health.
**For available 2012 Street Vendor permits, only half will be available in the downtown BIA area, therefore, the City of Vancouver does not guarantee that all winners will be awarded a permit in this area.
Curbside Food Truck Locations:

Successful food vendor applicants that have food trucks will require a curbside location. Based on the guidelines listed below, vendors will be asked to identify their desired curbside vending location in Vancouver. Once identified, all curbside locations must be finalised and approved by Engineering staff before a Permit to Operate will be issued.

1) Curbside locations must not entirely block any one store front from roadway visibility.

2) There must not be a restaurant within 60 metres of the location that sells a similar food product, food theme, or concept.

3) It will be the responsibility of the vendor to have the parking meter blocked off and paid for when utilising the location. Failure to do so may result in fines from the Parking Enforcement Branch. 
4) The location must not block any access for fire and rescue services.

5) No curbside locations will be issued for the following streets,

· Robson Street

· Denman Street

· Davie Street

· Hamilton Street and Mainland Street  - between Nelson St and Drake St

· Water Street

· Carrall Street and Cambie Street - between Water St and W Cordova St

· Burrard Street - from W Cordova St to Helmcken St

· Granville Street – from W Cordova St to Drake St
· Commercial Drive – Venables St to E 16th Ave
Sidewalk Locations:
****Please note, if any current sidewalk location permits are not renewed by January 31st, they will become available through this application process, and the locations will be added to the list below.

Successful food vendor applicants that have detached trailers or carts require a sidewalk location. They will be able to choose their desired location from the list of sidewalk locations below. Certain criteria were taken into consideration for kiosk placement. These include, but are not limited to, 

1) Current sidewalk usage/ space, including previously permitted items such as patios, news boxes, bus shelters, and other street furniture.
2) Location of existing food businesses.
3) Pedestrian obstruction and/or traffic sightline issues.

4) Impacts on the streetscape and/or local environment.

5) Fire safety and rescue accessibility. 

Please note that City staff will work with vendors to determine the exact location for the kiosk on each of the City blocks listed below. Locations approved will be closest to the intersection noted. Maximum size of the sidewalk cart for each location is also listed. Consider other businesses in the area when choosing a location. There must not be a restaurant within 60 metres of the location that sells a similar food product, food theme, or concept.
