We have gathered a wide range of songs and
stories drawing from these diverse ROOTS
and have interwoven them to present for
performance by local singers and musicians.
These performances are a celebration of the
richness that we share living together NOW
in the CARNEGIE VILLAGE and are the
culmination of months of meeting, sharing,

listening and singing of over 50 participants.
