Britannia Community Services Centre has not had its
facilities expanded since it opened in 1976.

More artists live in Northeast Vancouver than in the rest of
the city and province, according to the 2005 Canadian Council
of the Arts study “Artists by Neighbourhood in Canada”

Britannia is the only centre in Vancouver that showcases a
local artist each month in its library art gallery.

Britannia is known for its “Artful Sunday” summer art market.

Britannia has commissioned an Aboriginal carver to craft two
canoes and a house pole from three cedar logs that fell during
the Stanley Park Blow-down, and that Britannia high school
students will also work on this educational, cultural, and art
project.

Britannia is the only centre in Vancouver with a full-time Latin
American youth worker, Vietnamese seniors’ worker, and
volunteer coordinator.

Britannia is recognized as a leader in Latin American youth
and family programming, and it assists with immigrant
settlement services.

Britannia is known for the excellence and diversity of its
youth programming such as Wilderness Exploration and
Outdoor Expeditions, Youth Leadership, life skills coaching
and cooking, snowboarding and skiing, and dragon boating.

The award-winning World Music Program for children and
youth, who learn to play and perform international percussion
traditions, is based at Britannia.

Britannia’s MircoWorld Footie Soccer Program is
internationally recognized, and Britannia is known for having
the best indoor soccer youth program in Vancouver.

Britannia is known as a centre of excellence for the quality,
quantity, and variety of its ice skating program, and is
recognized as having the one of the best ice surfaces in North
America, and has hosted International and NHL hockey teams
for practices.

Britannia is known as an innovator for its women's-only ice
hockey programs, including Women'’s Learn-To-Play Hockey
and Women’s Spring League.

Britannia initiated the first affordable Learn-to-Skate
program in Vancouver to ensure all children in the community
have access to training on ice.

Britannia is the only community fitness facility that offers
free weight room and pool access to its youth during the
school year, and has women’s- and senior’s-only timeslots.

Britannia is one of only two community pools that have unique
spray features within their teaching pools to engage children
from zero to 10 years.

Britannia is known for its community celebrations and
festivals such as its Hip-Hop Festival for Peace every July,
a Banner (making) Project each fall and spring, Community
Concerts in Grandview Park each summer, and its annual
Stone Soup Festival that includes live music, story-telling,
crafts, a farmers market, and cooking demos.
