Li and Wei hired a contractor to renovate their kitchen and dining room. 
Li and Wei chose the performance path to meet the green renovation by-
law requirements. Their 1957 home achieved an EnerGuide rating of 54. 
The energy audit recommended various strategies such as increasing the 
building envelope’s air tightness, installation of an EnergyStar rated furnace 
and the replacement of their old hot water tank with a high efficiency one.

Rachel and Mario have decided to renovate the basement of their 1990’s  
home and turn it into a suite. Their contractor recommended they use the 
performance path to achieve compliance. The toilet in the existing bathroom 
was replaced with a dual-flush toilet, and the shower head was replaced with 
the one provided in the City of Vancouver Water Kit. Because the home’s 
pre-renovation audit gave their home an EnerGuide rating of 70, they only 
had to improve their rating by 10 points to reach EnerGuide 80.
