Good morning Mayor and Council, 

Please see be low for announcements made by the federa l government today: 

Federal Updates: 
□ The Federal government announced t hat it wi l l fast-track $2 .2B to help municipal ities hit hard by 

pandem ic. 
o The $2.2 billion in annual infrastructure funding for communities, through the gas tax fund, will be 

del ivered in one payment in June and w ill give municipalities earlier access to previously allotted 
money. 

o Trudeau said the federal government will work with the provinces to provide more emergency aid. 
o Communities will have flexibility to use the funds to meet local needs. 

• The Pr ime M inister has also announced additional funding for hea lth, economic, and social support for 
Indigenous peoples and communities.

o $285.1 mi llion to support t he ongoing public health response to COVID-19 in Indigenous 
communities 

o $270 mill ion to supplement the On-Reserve Income Assistance Program to address increased 
demand on the program, which wi ll help individuals and families meet t heir essential living expenses. 

o $44.8 million over five years to bu ild 12 new shelters, which wil l help protect and support Indigenous 
women and girls experiencing and fleeing violence. This funding w ill help build 10 shelters in First 
Nations communities on reserve across the cou ntry, and two in t he territor ies, to support Indigenous 
women and children. 

o $40.8 million to support operational costs for these new shelters over the fi rst five years, and $10.2 
mill ion annual ly ongoing. 

o $1 million a year ongoing, starting th is year, to support engagement with Metis leaders and service 
providers on shelter provision and community- led violence prevention projects for Metis women, 
girls, and LGBTQ and two-spi r it people.
