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And the Wednesday after that, March 29, we’re hosting a conversation with 
Governor General Award winning Inuk writer Norma Dunning, about her 
new memoir Kinauvit?, where she uncovers the history of the Eskimo Disk 
System, which was a tool of colonization that reduced Inuit identity to a 
mere number. She’ll be in conversation with another Governor General 
Award winner, Darrel McLeod.  
 
And then starting in April, we’ll kick off our Uplift Asian series, which 
celebrates Asian cultures and perspectives, and serves to push back 
against anti-Asian racism in our communities. So stay tuned for the full 
lineup coming in a few days.

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And the Wednesday after that, March 29, we’re hosting a conversation with 
Governor General Award winning Inuk writer Norma Dunning, about her 
new memoir Kinauvit?, where she uncovers the history of the Eskimo Disk 
System, which was a tool of colonization that reduced Inuit identity to a 
mere number. She’ll be in conversation with another Governor General 
Award winner, Darrel McLeod.
