Public access to QuickFind was removed on June 24 in response to the City’s commitment to providing a safe 
and respectful work environment.
 
For reference, many Canadian municipalities do not publish staff directories. City of Vancouver staff can be 
reached through 3-1-1. Agents route questions, feedback, or issues to various City departments to respond as 
appropriate and this enables a better approach at connecting with the right teams/staff.
 
For residents and businesses to contact the City:

The City offers a number of ways to connect with the City, including 3-1-1. Visit vancouver.ca/contact for 
options and to find an overview of our organizational structure.
The 3-1-1 Contact Centre is open 7 days a week from 7 am to 10 pm. It has more than 70 agents with 
extensive City knowledge and provides services in over 170 languages through translation services. 
Agents route questions, feedback or issues to various City departments to respond as appropriate.
